(c) Coordinates contracting, procurement, and material acquisition programs and manages the development of training packages to ensure that Army personnel are prepared to operate and maintain new systems prior to fielding.




(d) Administers personnel management matters pertaining to CMF 27 and 35; integrates electronics maintenance technical functions across MACOM or Department of the Army levels; oversees the MOS Life Cycle Management for all personnel proponent functions, for all Electronics Maintenance Ordnance Corps warrant officer MOS and serves as the electronic maintenance system or personnel integrator at MACOM or personnel proponent level.




(e) Serves as technical and tactical advisor for electronics systems at any echelon of command or support activity of the U.S. Army or in Military Advisory Groups assigned to allied armies and provides leadership, guidance, technical input and direction to subordinate elements, staff agencies and field commanders up to and including theater Army level.
