3-8. Signal Corps (25) (Proponent: Signal Center and School)

a. Branch description. Branch 25 (Signal Corps) plans, installs, integrates, operates and maintains the Army's strategic, operational, tactical and sustaining base voice and data communications networks, information systems, services and resources for peace, conflict, and wartime operations. The Signal Corps provides seamless, secure, consistent, and dynamic telecommunications and information systems worldwide in support of United States and multinational forces at all levels of command. Communications networks and information systems are integral to the command and control of Army, Joint, and Combined forces operations and they are the essential element of information dominance on the modern battlefield. Signal Corps is a Combat Support  branch in the Operations Career Field (OP CF).


b. Branch qualification. DA Pam 600-3 lists qualifications for entry and professional development in this branch.


c. Signal, Operations (25A).


(1) Description of duties. Commands and manages Signal units or personnel engaged in the installation, operation, administration, and maintenance of wide area communications networks and information systems supporting tactical, operational, strategic, and sustaining base operations. Provides advice and technical direction to commanders, staffs and other command, control, communications, and computer (C4) users, on the installation, operation and maintenance of voice and data communications, teleprocessing operations, and spectrum management which support battlefield automated systems. Plans, coordinates, and supervises the training, administration, operation, supply, maintenance, transportation, security activities, and allocation of resources for Signal units and facilities.



(2) Special qualifications. None.



(3) Special grading of positions. Commanders of the 385th Signal Company (TOE 11500L), 324th Signal Company (TOE 11613L), and the 11th Signal Detachment (TOE 11669L) are graded MAJ.
