3-27. Information Operations (30) (Proponent: Combined Arms Command)


a. Functional Area description. Provides the commander with all-source intelligence assessments and estimates at the strategic level (Echelons Above Corps (EAC)). Coordinates and manages the tasking of intelligence collection assets, as well as the integration, processing, dissemination, and utilization of strategic intelligence information. Analyzes strategic intelligence and participates in security and intelligence liaison at EAC.


b. Functional Area qualifications. DA Pam 600-3 lists qualifications for entry and professional development in this functional area.  


c. Functional area restrictions. Not for use with positions graded LT.


d. Information Operations Officer (30A).


(1) Description of duties. Coordinates, supervises and participates in all-source current intelligence activities focusing on the intentions, geography and military capabilities of foreign nations, with primary emphasis on the ground forces.  Develops collection and production requirements, and the acquisition of information and intelligence including targeting of strategic collection resources. Evaluates, interprets, analyzes, and produces intelligence products.


(2) Special qualifications. Must have completed the Information Operations course.


(3) Special grading of positions. For positions graded MAJ and above.


(4) Unique duty positions.

(a) Information Operations Officer.



(b) Information Warfare Officer.



(c) Chief, Battle Staff Section, Headquarters, Army Service Component Command.


(5) Special position coding.



(a) One MAJ position in a G3 Operations Section of an AOE Divisional Headquarters will be coded AOC 30A.



(b) One MAJ position in a G3 Operations Section of a Corps Headquarters will be coded AOC 30A.



(c) One LTC position in a G3 Operations Section of a Corps Headquarters will be coded AOC 30A.
