8-18. Area of Concentration 152--Rotary Wing Attack/Scout
Pilots and commands attack and scout helicopters under tactical and non-tactical conditions. Operates aircraft during all types of meteorological conditions during day or night. Responsible for coordinating, conducting, and directing combat attack/scout helicopter operations, joint air attack team operations and indirect fire missions. Participates in anti-armor operations, reconnaissance missions, security missions, and combat maneuver operations. Functions as a direct combat participant with organic armament systems. Maintains aircrew training manual (ATM) requirements in appropriate aircraft.
