8-48. Area of Concentration 270--Legal Administration

a. Legal administrators manage system processes and resources for the delivery of legal services in Army legal offices across the full spectrum of military operations. They are principal members of the legal leadership team who take an active role in the planning process of military legal operations. They normally serve in organizations and activities at a headquarters exercising general court-martial jurisdiction, major commands, and Reserve Component legal units/organizations. They provide mission focus through technical assistance to legal professionals, commanders and their staffs in all areas of legal operations.  

  b. Legal administrators are multi-disciplined warrant officers with substantive knowledge and formal military education. They have skills, knowledge, and experience gained through successive levels of responsibility in management of legal operations and procedures. They are supervisors, mentors, and trainers. They provide mentorship and guidance to officers, noncommissioned officers, enlisted Soldiers, and civilian employees. They are uniquely qualified to direct, maintain, operate, and integrate The Judge Advocate General’s Corps (JAGC) enterprise-wide legal technology systems into Army future force systems and equipment. They collaborate with counterparts from sister services, other agencies, and allied military services to ensure the most effective and efficient delivery of legal services.
