Criteria for Degree of Proficiency for AMEDD Commissioned Officers

Branch Skill Code: 9A (for personnel only)

Medical Corps, 60-62: Determination by the Surgeon General's Classification Board on an individual basis. (According to OTSG Regulation 15-35.)

Dental Corps, 63: Determination on an individual basis by The Surgeon General. (According to OTSG Regulation 15-35.)

Veterinary Corps, 64: Determination by The Surgeon General's Classification Board on an individual basis. (According to OTSG Regulation 15-35.)

Army Medical Specialist Corps, 65: Determination by the Surgeon General's Classification Board on an individual basis. (According to OTSG Regulation 15-35.)

Army Nurse Corps, 66: Determination by the Surgeon General's Classification Board on an individual basis. (According to OTSG Regulation 15-35.)

Medical Service Corps, 67: Determined by the Surgeon General's Classification Board on an individual basis. (According to OTSG Regulation 15-35.)

Branch Skill Code: 9B (for personnel only)

Medical Corps, 60-62:
(1) Certification by the American Specialty Board in a particular specialty.

(2) Certification in the subspecialty controlling American Specialty Board.

Dental Corps, 63: Certification by a Board listed in SI 9C.

Veterinary Corps, 64:
(1) Certification by a recognized specialty board of the American Veterinary Medical Board.

(2) Award of the Doctor of Philosophy (Phd) degree in a discipline of AOC 64E only.

Army Medical Specialist Corps, 65: Officers classified in AOC 65A, 65B, 65C, 65D who have continued to demonstrate professional excellence and good judgement, who have exhibited outstanding ability in supervision, education, consultation and/or research and who have contributed to advancement in the field of specialty. Normally must have a bachelor's degree with 14 years experience, a master's degree with 10 years experience or a PhD with 8 years of experience. Time spent in formal/long term training must be excluded when computing years of experience.

Branch Skill Code: 9C (for personnel only)

Medical Corps, 60-62:
(1) Completion of formal training to meet the American Specialty Board requirements of approved residency or fellowship in a recognized teaching center in the professional field.

(2) Completion of formal subspecialty training to meet the American Specialty Board Requirements.

Dental Corps, 63: Completion of an approved residency and/or academic program which meets the eligibility requirements of a specialty board approved by the American Dental Association, the American Board of Oral Medicines or the Federal Services Board of General Dentistry.

Veterinary Corps, 64: Officers classified in AOC 64A, 64B, 64C, 64D, 64E, and 64F are eligible to apply for examination for certification by a specialty board approved by the American Veterinary Medical Association; eligibility based on the specific specialty board requirements.

Army Medical Specialist Corps, 65: Not used.

Branch Skill Code: 9D (for personnel only)

Medical Corps, 60-62: (1) Completion of 1 year of graduate medical education in a recognized teaching center or completion of 18 months of duty or practice limited to the professional specialty indicated by AOC 60D, 60E, 60J, 60K, 60L, 60N, 60P, 60S, 60T, 60V, 60W, 61F, 61H, 61J, 61L, 61M, 61P, 61Q, 61N, 61R, 61U, 61Z or 62A.

(2) Subspecialties. Successful completion of basic specialty training as prescribed by the American Specialty Board and completion of 1 year of subspecialty training in a recognized teaching center as indicated by AOC 60B, 60F, 60G, 60H, 60M, 60Q, 60U, 60Z, 61A, 60R, 61B, 61C, 61D, 61E, 61G or 61K.

(3) AOC 60C--Approved residency or fellowship in public health, degree of Master of Public Health, or graduate of  Preventive Medicine Orientation.

(4) AOC 61N--Satisfactory Completion of course in variation medicine at either the U.S. Army Aeromedical Center, the U.S. Naval School of Aviation Medicine, or the U.S. Air Force School of Aerospace Medicine and be medically qualified for flying duty in accordance with AR 40-501, chapter 4.

(5) AOC 60E--2 years experience in general practice subsequent to internship.

Dental Corps, 63: Completion of a formal training program approved by the American Dental Association Council of at least 12 months duration to augment proficiency in the AOC.

Veterinary Corps, 64: Completion of at least the first 9 months of a formal training program approved by the American Veterinary Medical Association and have a minimum of 3 years on active duty indicated by AOC 64A, 64B, 64C, 64D, 64E, and 65F. Army Medical Specialist Corps, 65: Not used.

Branch Skill Code: 9E (for personnel only)

Medical Corps, 60-62: Intern, in the first year of a Graduate Medical Education Program, which upon successful completion, will result in the Medical Proficiency of 9D. While an intern, the officer will be awarded the AOC specialty in which they are training, with the medical proficiency SI 9E.

Dental Corps, 63: Full time resident in a formal education training program which, upon successful completion, will result in the award of Medical Proficiency SI 9D or 9C. While a resident in an education training program, the dental officer will be awarded the AOC of the specialty in which he is training along with the medical proficiency SI 9E.
