
10-235. 98P—Multi Sensor Operator  (Multi Sensor Op), CMF 98

a. Major duties. The multi sensor operator performs and supervises detection, acquisition, identification, exploitation and location of static and dynamic target sources using signals intelligence/electronic warfare (SIGINT/EW) collection, direction finding, and ground surveillance systems. Duties for MOS 98P at each skill level are:



(1) MOSC 98P1O. Operates and performs operator maintenance on ground surveillance systems, organic communications equipment, light wheeled vehicles, and power sources. Operates SIGINT/EW and Ground Surveillance equipment to detect, acquire, identify, locate, and exploit target communication and non-communication signals. Provides processing and reporting of intercepted signals. Assists in emplacement, camouflage, and recovery of ground surveillance systems and associated equipment. Detects, locates and reports target data by interpreting ground surveillance system information.



(2) MOSC 98P2O. Performs duties shown in preceding skill level and provides guidance to subordinate soldiers. Provides tactical and technical guidance in team area of operations. Assists in planning surveillance missions using maps, aerial photographs, terrain studies and intelligence reports. Performs collection management functions in support of collection operations. Quality controls processing and reporting procedures. Supervises emplacement operations and maintenance of SIGINT/EW and ground surveillance systems and associated equipment.



(3) MOSC 98P3O. Performs duties shown in preceding skill level and provides guidance to subordinate soldiers. Evaluates mission tasks and assist in formulating collection plans. Determines collection requirements and site selection for remote missions. Integrates other unit collection assets with surveillance systems. Recommends methods of employment. Selects potential emplacement sites using maps, aerial photographs, terrain studies and intelligence reports. Prepares overlays and surveillance maps and notifies supported command of team locations. Maintains operational records. Supervises processing and reporting and collection management process.



(4) MOSC 98P4O. Performs duties shown in preceding skill level and provides guidance to subordinate soldiers. Provides tactical and technical guidance in platoon area of operations. Plans, recommends, and determines employment and operational techniques. Plans collection and exploitation strategies and allocates personnel and equipment resources. Applies intelligence collection and surveillance planning process to operations. Conducts intelligence surveillance and collection training.


b. Physical demands rating and qualifications for initial award of MOS. The intelligence multi sensor operators must possess the following qualifications:

 

(1) A physical demands rating of heavy.



(2) A physical profile of 222121.



(3) Normal color vision.



(4) Qualifying Scores:



    (a) A minimum score of 95 in aptitude area ST on Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery (ASVAB) tests administered prior to 2 January 2002.



    (b) A minimum score of 92 in aptitude area ST on ASVAB tests administered on and after 2 January 2002.



(5) A security clearance of SECRET.  An interim Secret clearance meets this requirement.



(6) A high school graduate or equivalent.



(7) Never have been a member of the U.S. Peace Corps, except as specified in AR 614-200 (para 3-2).



(8) No information in military personnel, Provost Marshal, intelligence, or medical records that would prevent the granting of a SECRET security clearance under AR 380-67 (para 3.401.a).



(9) No record of conviction by court-martial.

     (10) No record of conviction by a civil court for any offense other than minor traffic violations. 



(11) Must be a U.S. citizen.



(12) Meet career management and development criteria contained in AR 614-200 and DA Pam 351-4.



(13) Formal training (completion of MOS 98P course conducted under the auspices of the USAIC&FH, Ft Huachuca, AZ) mandatory.

(3) 2S--Battle Staff Operations (skill level 3 and above only).



(4) 4A--Reclassification Training.



(5) 5W--Jumpmaster (personnel only).

(7) 8P--Competitive Parachutist (skill levels 2-4 personnel only.
