Section I
Career Management Fields

Career progression information is shown in figures 10-11 through 10-98.

10-1. CMF 11--Infantry (Proponent: Infantry School)

The CMF for the Army infantry contains three MOS and predominantly in infantry units and in headquarters of division and higher level.

10-2. CMF 12--Combat Engineering (Proponent: Engineer School)

(Rescinded.)

10-3. CMF 13--Field Artillery (Proponent: Field Artillery School)

The CMF for field artillery contains 12 MOS used in FA cannon, missile, rocket, and fire support elements of maneuver units.

10-4. CMF 14--Air Defense Artillery (Proponent: Air Defense Artillery School)

The CMF for air defense artillery contains seven MOS used in air defense units. Patriot operator and system mechanic (24T) and AN/TSQ 73 ADA command and control system operator/maintainer (25L) progress to ADA senior sergeant (16Z) in this CMF.

10-5. CMF 18--Special Forces (Proponent: JFK Special Warfare Center and School)

The CMF for Special Forces contain six MOS used predominantly in special forces units and in joint headquarters (unified commands), this CMF has been organized in support of EPMS.

10-6. CMF 19--Armor (Proponent: Armor School)

The CMF for armor contains four MOS used in armor combat units and in headquarters of division and higher level.

10-7. CMF 21--Engineer (Proponent: Engineer School)

The CMF for engineer contains 23 military occupational specialties. They are used predominately in engineer units.

10-8. CMF 23--Air Defense System Maintenance (Proponent: Air Defense Artillery School)

(Rescinded.)

10-9. CMF 25--Communications and Information Systems Operation  (Proponent: Signal Center and School)

The CMF for visual information contains seven MOS that are used for visual information activities Army-wide.

10-10. CMF 27--Paralegal (Proponent: The Judge Advocate General School)

The CMF for paralegal contains one MOS (27D) that is used to support legal activities Army-wide.

10-11. CMF 31--Signal Operations (Proponent: Signal Center and School)

(Rescinded.)

10-12. CMF 31--Military Police (Proponent: Military Police School)

The CMF for military police is comprised of three MOS. 

10-13. CMF 33--Electronic Warfare/Intercept Systems Maintenance (Proponent: Office Chief of Military Intelligence)

The CMF for electronic warfare/intercept (EW/I) systems maintenance contains one military occupational specialty (MOS). The MOS is allocated by specific unit mission; tactical ground, aviation and strategic.

10-14. CMF 35--Electronic Maintenance and Certification (Proponent: Chief of Ordnance)

(Rescinded.)

10-15. CMF 37--Psychological Operations (Proponent: JFK Special Warfare Center and School)

The CMF for psychological operations is comprised of one MOS (37F) utilized primarily in psychological operations units.

10-16. CMF 38--Civil Affairs (Reserve Components) Proponent: JFK Special Warfare Center and School)

The civil affairs CMF is a Reserve Component only CMF comprised of one military occupational specialty used primarily in civil affairs units.

10-17. CMF 42--Adjutant General (Proponent: Adjutant General School)

The CMF for Adjutant General contains six MOS Army-wide.

10-18. CMF 44  Financial Management (Proponent:  Finance School)

The CMF for financial management contains one military occupational specialty that is used to support financial management Army-wide.

10-19. CMF 46--Public Affairs (Proponent: Office Chief of Public Affairs)

The CMF for public affairs contains three MOS that are used for public affairs Army-wide.

10-20. CMF 54--Chemical (Proponent: Chemical School)

(Rescinded.)

10-21. CMF 55--Ammunition (Proponent: Chief of Ordnance)

The CMF for ammunition contains two MOS. These MOS are used in ammunition support units Army-wide.

10-22. CMF 56--Religious Support (Proponent: Chaplain Center and School)

The CMF for religious support contains one MOS. This MOS is used in units Army-wide.

10-23. CMF 63--Mechanical Maintenance (Proponent: U.S. Army Ordnance Center and School)

The CMF for mechanical maintenance contains 21 MOS. Eight of these are used only in direct support/general support (DS/GS) maintenance units. Four system-specific MOS are used only in unit maintenance elements of units equipped with selected combat vehicles.

10-24. CMF 67--Aircraft Maintenance (Proponent: Aviation Center)

(Rescinded.).

10.25. CMF 68--Medical (Proponent: Office of The Surgeon General)

The CMF for medical is comprised of 17 military occupational specialties (MOS) used in medical units Army-wide.
10-26. CMF 71--Administration

(Rescinded.)

10-27. CMF 74--Chemical  (Proponent: Chemical School)

The CMF for chemical operations specialist is comprised of one MOS.

10-28. CMF 77--Petroleum and Water (Proponent: Office of the Quartermaster General)

The CMF for petroleum contains three MOS. They are used petroleum supply and storage, water treatment, and laboratory units/activities.

10-29. CMF 79--Recruitment and Reenlistment (Proponent: Recruiting and Retention School)

The CMF for recruitment and reenlistment contains five MOS, primarily concerned with recruiting personnel for service in the U.S. Army and operating the Army’s reenlistment program.

10-30. CMF 81--Topographic Engineering (Proponent: Engineer School)

(Rescinded.)

10-31. CMF 88--Transportation (Proponent: Office Chief of Transportation)

The CMF for transportation contains 9 MOS. The majority of them are used in transportation units. Air operations MOS are also used in Army aviation units. The one motor transport MOS is used in a variety of units Army-wide. All MOS within the railway operations subfield have been designated as Reserve Components MOS.

10-32. CMF 89--Ammunition (Proponent: Chief of Ordnancel)

The CMF for ammunition contains two MOS. These MOS are used in ammunition support units Army-wide.

10-33. CMF 91--Medical (Proponent: Office of The Surgeon General)

(Rescinded.)
10-34. CMF 92--Supply and Services (Proponent: Office of the Quartermaster General)

The CMF for supply contains seven MOS. They are used in all types of units Army-wide.

10-35. CMF 93--Aviation Operations (Proponent: Aviation Center)

The CMF for aviation operations contains two MOS used in Army aviation and air traffic control units world-wide.

10-36. CMF 94--Electronic Maintenance and Certification (Proponent: Chief of Ordnance)

The CMF for electronic maintenance and calibration contains 16 MOS used in logistics, ordnance, and division support command (DISCOM) units.

10-37. CMF 95--Military Police (Proponent: Military Police School)

(Rescinded).

10-38. CMF 96--Military Intelligence (Proponent: Office Chief of Military Intelligence)

The CMF for military intelligence contains 10 MOS used predominantly in military intelligence units concerned with the collection and development of intelligence information and in intelligence staff sections in units at division level and higher.

10-39. CMF 97--Bands (Proponent: Chief, Army Bands)

(Rescinded.)

10-40. CMF 98--Signals Intelligence (SIGINT)/Electronic Warfare (EW) Operations (Proponent: Office Chief of Military Intelligence)

The CMF for SIGINT/EW operations contains six MOS used in tactical and strategic units engaged in support of battlefield intelligence and the national intelligence effort.
