8-82. Branch 64--Veterinary Corps
(Proponent: Office of The Surgeon General) The Veterinary Corps (VC) is a special branch of the Army organized under the Army Medical Department (AMEDD) that serves as the DoD executive agent for worldwide military veterinary services. It is composed of commissioned officers that are graduates of schools of veterinary medicine accredited by the Council of Education of the American Veterinary Medical Association and warrant officers possessing MOS 640A. The Veterinary Corps encompasses those positions in which the knowledge and skills required and the services performed are associated with the prevention of human illness from food or animal sources, the wholesomeness and quality of subsistence, the health and welfare of animals, and experimental and comparative biomedical research involving animals.
