(c) Acts as the platoon leader in combat arms maneuver battalion maintenance platoons when no combat arms commissioned officer is available or assigned to the platoon.


(d) Performs all duties of a combat maneuver battalion special battalion maintenance staff officer as an additional duty, when no combat arms commissioned officer is available or assigned as a battalion or squadron maintenance officer.




(e) Assists a combat arms maneuver battalion staff in the planning, coordination, and execution of maintenance support during tactical training and combat operations.



(f) Provides technical expertise in maintenance doctrine on the battlefield necessary for a combat maneuver battalion or squadron staff to efficiently employ maintenance personnel and equipment in support of the commander's mission.



(g) Coordinates direct support (DS) and other external maintenance support necessary for sustainment of readiness in a combat arms maneuver battalion or squadron.



(h) Provides input to supporting maintenance unit commanders and their staffs on tactical support requirements peculiar to the combat maneuver battalion or squadron.




(i) Directs and manages direct support/general support (GS) tank automotive, and related support equipment repair teams, platoons and sections in nondivisional or light/airborne/air assault division combat service support units.




(j) Controls work flow in DS/GS shops under his/her control.




(k) Trains DS/GS military and civilian repair personnel in correct diagnostic, repair and quality control procedures on equipment repaired in shops under his/her control.




(l) Establishes internal control on requesting, maintaining, and properly disposing of supplies, tools and parts and technical reference material within shops under his/her control.




(m) Provides input to the commander for development of internal and external maintenance and repair support Standing Operating Procedures (SOP).




(n) Provides technical advice to the commander on the efficient employment of DS/GS repair capability in field training and combat environments.




(o) Requests and employs automated maintenance management systems to improve productivity in shops under his/her control.




(p) Provides technical advice to supported customers on technical maintenance management and maintenance doctrine.




(q) Conducts technical maintenance and Ordnance doctrinal training in service school and non-service school training organizations.




(r) Acts as installation, Major Army Command or Army inspection or training team chief.




(s) Diagnoses complex malfunctions in tank automotive and support equipment when the malfunctions are beyond the capability of subordinates.




(t) Provides written input to inspection plans and checklists and conducts command inspections of subordinate units' maintenance operations.




(u) Provides Ordnance related technical and doctrinal expertise to brigade and group level commanders and staffs.




(v) Serves as Ordnance technical subject matter expert in directorates of combat developments, training development directorates or materiel developer technical departments.

(a) Performs duties described in paragraph g (2).




(b) Directs and manages direct support/general support (GS) tank automotive, and related support equipment repair teams, platoons and sections in heavy divisional or nondivisional combat service support units.




(c) Performs research, development, test and evaluation duties on tank-automotive and support equipment.




(d) Serves as senior maintenance technical advisor in materiel management centers and other logistics agencies.




(e) Serves as assignment manager in DA, PERSCOM.
