(a) Directs and coordinates the implementation of Global Transportation Network (GTN), Department of the Army Movement Management System-Redesign (DASMMS-R), Automated Command and Control Information System (ACCIS), ACCIS-Air-Load Module (ALM), Automated Information Management System (AIMS-II), Automated Air Load Planning System (AALPS), Air Movement Flow Table (AMFT), Computer Aided Loading and Manifesting System (CALM), Movement Tracking System (MTS), Computerized Movement Planning and Status System (COMPASS), LOGMAR/BARCODE scanners, Combat Service Support System (CSSCS), Worldwide Port System (WPS), Frequency Tag System, Mobile Subscriber equipment (MSE) and Tactical Terminal Adapters (TTA).




(b) Plans, assesses, supervises and reports convoy and cargo handling operations at company, battalion, brigade of division level.
