8-31. Branch 21--Corps of Engineers
(Proponent: Engineer School) Organizes and manages personnel and  organizations responsible for providing engineer support on the battlefield. Plans, organizes, and supervises maintenance and/or repair of equipment to support commanders in their real property maintenance activities (RPMA) and the maintenance of installed electrical power plants of a least 500 KW capacity, of up to three generators having a combined capacity of 500 to 7500 KW capacity and the installation and maintenance of high voltage electrical power lines. Provides topographic operations and planning support to include terrain information and analysis, terrain data and maps, and expedient topographic products to intelligence, weapon, command and control, and support systems. Manages training developments, prepares and presents instruction and written doctrine for Engineer Officers and Noncommissioned Officers.
