1.  PURPOSE.  Notification of Future Change (NOFC) O-0204-8, subject as above, is amended as follows.

    a.  Revises the position reclassification guidance in paragraph 4d to read “Position reclassification, to include revision of duty position titles, grades and identifiers will be accomplished during the FY04 Command Plan to all Joint/Defense documents in effect on or after October 2002; and all other Tables of Distribution and Allowances (TDA) and Modified Tables of Organization and Equipment (MTOE) in effect on and after 1 October 2003.

    b.  Revises the personnel reclassification guidance in paragraph 4e to read “Personnel reclassification, to include any required revision to personnel records, publication of orders, and/or submission of SIDPERS transactions, will be accomplished by the affected soldiers Personnel Service Center during 1 June – 30 September 2003.  Effective date of reclassification will be 30 September 2003.”
