W-0404-12 (WARRANT OFFICERS) AND E-0404-1 THROUGH E-0404-31 (ENLISTED SOLDIERS)

1.  PURPOSE.  Provides notification of approved miscellaneous changes to the Military Occupational Classification and Structure for implementation.

2.  COORDINATION.  The enclosed changes (enclosure 1) have been coordinated with HQDA principal staff agencies and MACOM commanders, where required, per AR 25-30 and AR 611-1 for publication in the next update to the MOCS Handbook (DA Pam 611-21).
